We are facing one of the coldest 
winters in recent history, yet the energy and warmth of our Bushcare 
Volunteer program continues unabated!  
 
We recently completed reporting on the past financial year, and I’m 
pleased to announce that the combined efforts of Blue Mountains vol-
unteers totaled 8,209 hours working in their reserves. Additional to 
this was 1,500 hours of Bushcare Staff time to help facilitate the work. 
This is our biggest output of hours ever, and you all deserve whole 
hearted congratulations. The combined impact is having real benefits 
on maintaining our Biodiversity across the Blue Mountains from Lap-
stone to Mt Wilson. 
 
Additional to our regular volunteer workdays we are now providing 
Biodiversity Workshop’s that help to people learn more about the 
bushland of their local area. We have held workshops in Popes Glen, 
Sun Valley and South Lawson through Autumn and they were all well 
attended. We have just put together a Spring Series which is going to 
look at a whole set of new sites, so come along, bring a friend and be 
inspired. 
 
Finally I would like to say “Thank You” for the fine contribution of 
Bushcare Officer Andrew Forster. Andy has brought a great deal to 
our team at Council, as well as provided much guidance and friend-
ship to all his volunteers and Council staff.

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HAVE YOU SEEN THIS PLANT? 
 
Long Leaf Willow Primrose (Ludwigia longifolia) is a 
Class 4 noxious weed within the Blue Mountains, these 
plants should be continuously suppressed and destroyed. 
So far there haven’t been too many infestations reported, 
but it is a weed that can form dense colonies in slow mov-
ing waterways if allowed to spread.   
         

 Flowers from summer to winter 

 
It is an annual shrub to 3 metres tall, leaves are alternate, 
up to 15 cm long and 2.5 cm wide reducing in size up the 
stem. Stems are red, narrow,   winged Fruit 10-35 mm 

long, 4-8 mm wide  and usually branch towards the apex. 
Flowers are solitary and found in the junction of upper 
leaves and stems. Petals are yellow and flowering occurs 

from summer to winter. The fruit is oblong and narrow, 10 – 
35mm long and 4 – 8 mm wide with numerous minute seeds 
in each chamber. 
 

Spread of this weed is by movement of seed and stem sec-
tions. Seeds are extremely small and can be dispersed by 
water, wind, or human activity. 
 

Entry of seed and nursery stock into Australia is now pro-
hibited.

Works continue as part of the Upland 
Swamp Restoration Projects, funded by 
the HNCMA Wetlands program and the 
Environment Trust. Stormwater impacts 
have been treated with soft engineering 
at two key areas at Wentworth Falls 
Lake (right). Weeding has been under-
taken at Kitty Hawke swamp in Wen-
tworth Falls, and a contract will soon be 
issued to treat channelisation through 
Marmion swamp in north Leura. Info:

In response to verbal feedback from volunteers, BMCC 
is proposing the introduction of “Streamcare” - an 
event-based, on-ground works program that will link 
Streamwatch and Bushcare. A questionnaire is being 
sent to Streamwatch volunteers to obtain feedback on 
the proposal, and we have already had two suitable 
sites nominated. Work days are being planned for 
Popes Glen in Blackheath, where soft engineering will 
be used to treat an eroded section of the creek; and 
Terrace Falls Creek in Hazelbrook, where source con-
trol works (brush matting and soft engineering) will be 
undertaken to reduce sedimentation of the creek. Fur-
ther details on these workdays will be circulated soon.

BMCC Noxious Weeds Officers - Coming to a sub-

catchment near you…… 
 
Initially set up as a trial, Council’s Noxious Weeds team have made some strategic changes to their Program. The 
new focus stemming from this trial is designed to provide a joint approach to weed control undertaken by other 
teams within Council, Bushcare and Landcare Groups. Last year an area of Blue Mountains Hanging Swamp 
between View and High Street’s Lawson was targeted for Salix cinerea (Pussy Willow) as well as other noxious 
weeds. Extensive consultation was undertaken with Landholders with respect to weed control in swamp areas 
along with in-depth education in the use of chemical and manual control techniques. 
 

A grant for $20,000 from Hawkesbury Nepean Catchment Management Authority was sourced by the team to 
fund this initiative. As this trial has proved successful, the team have now moved into two adjoining sub-
catchments using the same approach.  
 
A new criteria of priority has been developed with respect to our systems of Customer Service Requests for 
Council managed public lands and private lands. These are where noxious weeds are occurring outside these tar-
geted catchments, with high priority given to situations where: 

 

• There is a risk of serious injury,  

•  They directly impact on threatened species or endangered ecological communities 

• Control will eradicate new infestations or contain previously unreported species in the Blue Moun-
tains LGA, or  

• Where significant damage to neighbouring property could occur. 
 

This new approach has lead to a less reactive methodology where systematic removal from an entire catchment 
area is achieved rather than an adhoc approach which potentially left large weed infestations unchecked. This is 
particularly important for weeds that are water dispersed and has streamlined our procedures and protocols for 
issuing notices on private land. This important part of Councils strategy of managing the urban interface, aims to 
control the spread of Noxious Weeds into the Blue Mountains World Heritage National Park and main-
tain biodiversity and habitat occurring in the area.
